Who we are: Since 1944, the men of the Bayside Glee Club 

have been making a unique contribution to Bayside and the New 

York metropolitan area. Every year the Club presents two formal 

concerts, and throughout the year, additional performances for 

the benefit of area churches, nursing homes, hospitals and clubs. 

Todayôs performance is the 153rd semi-annual presentation. 

The Clubôs roster of 20 active members includes men of all ages 

and reflects the wonderful ethnic diversity of our community. 

With more than 1,600 selections in our growing library, the club 

works hard to bring its audiences fresh, challenging and varied 

programs. From the very beginning, our mission has been the 

preservation of harmony written for the male voice. The basic 

principles of our founders still prevail, fellowship in song and 

service in song to the community. Note that we are not affiliated 

with or sponsored by any religious or educational entity. Our 

presence in this Church is as guests. 

 

Our Histor y: On September 11, 1944, Founder Charles F. 

Radley brought together thirteen men in the teeth of a tropical 

hurricane. Singing by candlelight, they defied the elements and 

gathered at Sacred Heart Church in Bayside, New York, to form 

what today is the Bayside Glee Club. A good number of others 

joined in the following and subsequent weeks. The Club is alive 

and well today and still striving to continue the vision of our 

founders. The reach of the chorus has expanded well beyond the 

Bayside/Flushing area, attracting singers and audiences from 

throughout the metropolitan area. We are always looking for new 

members, so if you have an interest in male chorus singing, 

please talk to any of our members.

Henry McDonagh III is a three-time Grammy nominated musician 

with over 20-years of experience both nationally and internationally.  

  

Aside from The Bayside Glee Club, he also serves as the Conductor of 

the Huntington Menôs Chorus where he is responsible for concerts and 

community charity events.  At the Walter H. Crowley Intermediate 

School 5 in Elmhurst, New York, he conducts chorus, orchestra, stage 

performances, and teaches Music Appreciation. Previously, he has 

held the office of Youth Music Director for Saint Nicholas of 

Tolentine Church in Jamaica, New York. 

 

Mr. McDonagh has worked as a bassist/vocalist with the original band 

CLOSENUF, which earned him Grammy nominations for best 

instrumental arrangement accompanying vocalist in 2006, 2010 and 

2011. 

  

Aside from his work with the New York City Department of 

Education and the Huntington Menôs Chorus, Mr. McDonagh has 

served as music director to various productions, including Footloose, 

All Shook Up, Annie Jr., Fame Jr., Hairspray Jr., and Lion King Jr.  

  

Mr. McDonagh holds the degrees of Bachelor of Arts in Music and 

Masters in Music Education from the Aaron Copeland School at 

Queens College, and has trained under Lawrence Eisman, award-

winning composer Bruce Saylor, and jazz legend Sir Roland Hanna.

Joseph Liccardo is active as a chamber musician, soloist, and music educator. 

Recent and upcoming performances include recitals at Carnegie Hall, the 

Chicago Cultural Center, Rockefeller University, the Krannert Center, Union 

College, Peabody Conservatory, Jordan Hall, as well as several tours of 

China.  During the summers of 2013-2016, he participated in the Yellow 

Barn chamber music festival in Putney, Vermont, where he performed a wide 

variety of repertoire ranging from standard classics to new 21st century 

works.  Since July of 2017, he has worked each summer at the Ravinia 

Festival in Highland Park, Illinois as a collaborative pianist.  In addition, for 

the past two seasons, he has collaborated with the Tom Gold Dance 

Company for their bi-annual productions in New York. 

 

In 2006, Joseph won first prize in the Young Artist Division of the MTNA 

National Piano Competition.  Since graduating from the Eastman School in 

2006, Joseph has dedicated himself to teaching, sharing his passion for music 

and nurturing the next generation of artists.  He is on the faculty of the 

Center for Preparatory Studies in Music at Queens College, where he teaches 

private piano, chamber music, and group performance classes.  In addition, 

he maintains a large private piano studio.  Joseph views the opportunity to 

teach as a great privilege and responsibility - an opportunity to pass on the 

musical values he has gained from his mentors, and to enrich the lives of his 

students through the power of art.   

 

Joseph has made regular trips to China since 2008, having performed, taught, 

or lectured in Wuhan, Nanjing, Hefei, Chongqing, Ningbo, Hong Kong, and 

Qingdao, among other cities.  He is the founder of Presto Arts and Cultural 

Exchange, an organization dedicated to cross-cultural musical exchange 

between the United States and China.  Presto specializes in audition 

preparation, offering several high-level training programs for students from 

China interested in studying abroad in the United States. 

 

Joseph holds a Bachelor of Music degree from the Eastman School of Music, 

and a Master of Music degree from The Juilliard School.  His primary 

teachers include Donald Pirone, Douglas Humpherys, and Robert McDonald.
